Prior canoeing experience and
pre-registration for each person is required.

« You must arrive in time for the safety talk to participate. Late arrivals forfeit participation.

« Participants paddle the entire distance of 4 miles (in 3 hours) and must stay with the group.

 Parties with little paddling experience may be separated for safety. Safety information and
paddling equipment are provided.

« Children must be at least 5 years old to participate. One adult must be present for every two
children or youth. Coast Guard approved life jackets must be provided by parents for children
weighing less than 35 Ibs. There is no restroom during the 3-hour paddle.

« Trips continue rain or shine; dress for the weather. Trips will be cancelled in the case of
lightning, high winds and/or waves.
« Up to 3 people per canoe. (2 adults + small child.) The weight capacity of each canoe is 500 Ibs.
